As a resident of [Condo or Apartment Name] I am concerned about the impact of secondhand smoke on our residents. 

· Any amount of exposure to secondhand smoke is unsafe. 
· There is NO legal “right to smoke.”
· Residents negatively impacted by secondhand smoke actually have the right to seek legal action if adequate provisions to protect them from secondhand smoke are not taken.

· If our residence continues to allow smoking, all residents are being exposed to serious health risks and the association is at risk of potential litigation.
I would like our property to amend the Conditions, Covenants, and Restrictions (CC&Rs.) to include the following language:  “Due to the increased risk of fire and the known adverse health effects of secondhand smoke, smoking is prohibited in any area of the property, both private and common, whether enclosed or outdoors.  This policy applies to all owners, tenants, guests, employees, and servicepersons.”
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
