Dear Mr. Aloha:

I am a tenant/owner of suite #xxx, and am writing because of concerns and challenges I have with secondhand smoke exposure as a result of tobacco smoke drifting in from another tenant(s) unit and/or lanai in our complex. 
I would like the board to consider creating a 100% smoke-free policy in our building. I want to share with you some facts regarding our building/association creating a 100% smoke-free policy, to include privately owned units and lanai.  A policy:
· Is legal, according to state and federal law (see letters from the Hawaii State Attorney General, and the U.S. Housing and Urban Development Hawaii Field Office, attached).
· Is the only way to protect our residents from the harmful and potentially deadly negative health effects of secondhand smoke exposure. 

· Is already being practiced by 16% of condos and apartments in Hawaii.

· And, has many supporters to help with this process (the Coalition for a Tobacco-Free Hawaii, the Hawaii State Department of Health, and others).

The Coalition for a Tobacco-Free Hawaii and the Hawaii State Department of Health have started the Hawaii Smoke-Free Homes initiative, and has offered to meet with the board to explain the details of the project, the legal aspects of it, and the resources they can provide in helping boards and properties like ours to create a healthier living environment for our residents by helping us to create a smoke-free property. 

Please take a look at the materials attached. Included is information that explains the issue of secondhand smoke exposure in brief, as well as an introduction of the initiative.
